The authors studied the role of permafrost in controlling groundwater

flow and the hydrological connections between glaciers in high mountain

and river in the low plain with hydraulic head, temperature, geochemical,
and isotopic data. The paper is generally well written, and should be of
very interest to the research community.

My detailed comments are as below:

1. Legend of Fig.12 should be explained clearly, such as the status of run
off (groundwater, surface water) should be depicted.

2. The resolution and framework of Fig. 10 should be improved.

3. The conclusions need tobe improved, the author should tell the mo
st important conclusion by the simple statement at this part.

4. Page 11, the value of 62H and 6180 indicate that suprapermafrost gr
oundwater had experienced strong evaporation, but the hydrogeoche
mistyr also suggest the suprapermafrost groundwater has rapid flow.
It should be explained more clearly.

5. The English of the whole manuscript need to be improved.
